New Computer Program 
 

     Jones Feed Mills launched a new computer software program on June 1st. Product 
and customer codes will stay the same but invoices and statements will look different. 
The old system was becoming outdated and did not give us the ability to be as 
flexible as we need to be. This program will allow for more features and services that 
are not available with our old system. 
    Volume discounts – under the old system bulk trucking discounts appeared as a 
different line item. Under the new system, trucking rates are calculated automatically 
and product price changes depending on the amount of product ordered. The 
discounts are reflected in the price and will not appear as a separate line item.  
     Pickup discounts – these discounts will not appear on your invoice as all product is 
priced picked up at the mill and appropriate freight is added to the product when the 
product is delivered.  
     Grain Banking – we now have the ability to reduce your grain bank for all the 
products you purchase that have the grain in the formula that you have banked. The 
amount of grain that is reduced from your bank will also appear on the invoice. A 
separate letter will be sent to all our grain banking customers explaining some of 
these changes. 
      One feature that is now available is the ability to email invoices and statements. If

      Please check your invoices carefully. We do not anticipate any major problems 
with the transition.
